1. Competition governed by rules of S.O.B.H.D.

2. We are a member of Scot Dance Canada, registration #C-BC-CO-101031.

3. Classes will be split according to age after receipt of all entries.  The competition     committee reserves the right to combine, split or delete classes at the close of entries.

4. It is the responsibility of the parent/guardian to ensure the competitor is entered in the correct class.  Failure to do so may result in disqualification.

5. Competitor’s age to be taken as of April 21, 2012.
6. Decision of the judge is final.  No persons other than the competition committee shall communicate with a judge concerning as event, competitor, or the results of any competitor.  Any complaint must be made in writing, submitted by the end of the competition to the competition secretary and accompanied by a $25.00 fee.
